EXAMPLE:

We sat at the

same table during dinner, and I found out that we were studying at the same university. We

became friends and hung out at the university library every Wednesday. I had a crush on him,

but I was too shy to ask him out. After a year, he asked me out! On our first date, he took me on

an air balloon ride. It was the best first date ever. He recently proposed, and I said yes. My

cousin and I have been talking to each other every day about wedding plans. It looks like we are

going to have another wedding in Texas.
