COLD-READ CHALLENGE ACTIVITY

*This activity will not cover the script work portion (that is a separate course). This activity will

focus on having a successful audition.

WHAT the Casting Call wants:

PRACTICE TIME! Time yourself or have a friend use a stop-watch. You have
10 minutes to use your highlighter/pen/pencil to work on this script in “the
waiting room,” before your audition.

You can read for whichever role suits your needs (between “Daryl,” or “Daisy”);
have a friend or family member be a “reader” for you, (unseen, behind the
camera, and trying their best not to “act” while reading!)

As this audition is a cold-read, the sides are expected to be on-hand in the
audition

For practice purposes, it would be best to have your “self-tape set up” already
prepared so that you can better simulate a real cold-read. At the end of your 10
minutes you should go right into the audition, and have the camera rolling.
Please “submit” your self-tape audition, using the attached sides, to the
comments section of this lesson for peer review!

Before your audition, please “slate” your name, the role you are auditioning for,

and if you are represented by an agency or self-represented.

WHAT to Remember:

Ask the right questions about the character(s) in the scene (all of them, including
who you are auditioning for! There are always “other characters” in the scene,
even if they are not written in. Who is the character thinking/talking about?), the
setting, etc.

REALLY TRY TO SIMULATE A COLD READ! Time yourself!

Circle important moments (moments for pause, or “beats,” emphasis on a certain
bit of dialogue or sentence, etc.)

Don’t forget to emote, especially when there are those “pause” moments!

Follow the directions of the casting call!

Don’t forget to “submit” your audition! Your “submission” will just be
commenting your improvisation audition onto the “LESSON 2 | The Dreaded

Cold-Read” topic, where you can receive peer-review!

We're closed!
Acknowledges that it is Daryl; scoff.
Daisy

Go home, Daryl.

Daryl ignores, but smirks a little/nods.
