Age Structure
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The age structure of a population is an important factor in population dynamics. It is the proportion
of a population at different age ranges. Age structure allows better prediction of population growth,
plus the ability to associate this growth with the level of economic development in the region.
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Stage 1: Rapid growth Stage 2: Slow growth Stage 3: Stable

The rapid growth diagram narrows to a point, indicating that the number of individuals decreases
rapidly with age. In the slow growth model, the number of individuals decreases steadily with age.
Stable population diagrams are rounded on the top, showing that the number of individuals per age
group decreases gradually, and then increases for the older part of the population.
